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The regular meeting of the East Hempfield Township Zoning Hearing Board was held on Monday, June 20, 2016, at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Municipal Building. Members present were Elam M. Herr, Mark E. Hansen, Kenneth L. Beard, Brett D. Jackson, and Andrew H. Loose.  Also present were Attorney William Crosswell, Zoning Officer Jon Beck, and a court reporter.

The meeting was called to order at 7:04 p.m. by Chairman, Elam Herr, who led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mr. Beard made a motion to approve the May 16, 2016 minutes as written.  Mr. Loose seconded the motion which carried 5-0.

Old Business:

Case #2352 - Luis and Teidy Casanova have filed an application seeking a Special Exception requesting permission to establish a Home-Based Business with Impact for the property located at 422 Springton Way, located within the Low Density Residential Zone (RL) zoning district.

At the May 16, 2016 meeting, the Zoning Hearing Board elected to take the allowable forty-five (45) days to render a decision.  Based on conversations with each Board member, Attorney Crosswell read the draft decision in which Mr. Herr, Mr. Hansen, Mr. Beard, Mr. Loose, and Mr. Jackson proposed to grant the applicant’s request with conditions.

Mr. Hansen made a motion in Case #2352, Luis and Teidy Casanova, 422 Sprinton Way, Lancaster  PA 17601, to grant a Special Exception pursuant to Section 270-3.5D(6) of the Zoning Ordinance to establish a home-based business with conditions as reflected in the  decision provided at tonight’s meeting.  Mr. Beard seconded the motion which carried 5-0.

A copy of the signed decision was provided to the applicants, Luis and Teidy Casanova, at the meeting.


Case #2348 – Continuation of Chartwell Staffing Solutions, 245 Centerville Road, Lancaster, for a variance for relief from the sign ordinance regulations for the subject property located within the Regional Commerce Center Zone (RCC) zoning district.

Present were Jaime Diaz of Chartwell Staffing Solutions and Angela Allison of Fast Signs.

After discussion, the applicant requested a continuance.  Mr. Beard made a motion to continue the hearing.  Mr. Loose seconded the motion.  The Board chose to remove the motion.
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The applicant requested to withdraw the application.  Mr. Beard made a motion to approve the applicant’s withdrawal request.  Mr. Loose seconded the motion which carried 5-0.


Case #2351 – Moe’s Southwest Grill has filed an application seeking a Variance for relief from the sign ordinance regulations for the property located at 530 Centerville Road, located within the Regional Commerce Center Zone (RCC) zoning district.

Present was Petro Vamvikaris of T.J. Sign Solutions, Inc.

After discussion, the applicant requested to withdraw the application.  Mr. Herr made a motion to deny the request in Case #2351 based on applicant’s request to withdraw.  Mr. Hansen seconded the motion which carried 5-0.
